-God did NOT say, ñThis really burns 
me up. They should start eating more  
  vegetables.ò 
 

Within the first three verses of t hat 
little book in the Bible bearing his 
name, Jonah was told to go on a 

mission and to preach against 
wickedness.  Jonah didnôt seem to be 

quite up to the task, because without 
one word uttered by Jonah, the next 
thing we know is that he ñran away.ò   
 

A chip off the old block (Adam, I 
mean).  He denies his mission, runs 
from God (or at least, so he thinks), 

and jumps onto a ship.  The rest you 
can read.  Itôs a short book. 
 

Jonah is not the first, nor will he be the 

last, to run from God.  Eventually 
thou gh, he finds the only way is Godôs 

way.  My belief, my ócodeô if you will, is 
that Godôs way IS my way.  That may 
sound confusing, but Iôm at my 

happiest when I am within Godôs calling 
to me. As we approach the time of self -

reflection (we call it Lent), le tôs all do 
what we are called to do. Running 
away just lengthens the process.
